BACKGROUND

Decision (D.) 11-05-002, issued May 5, 2011, authorized PacifiCorp to institute a surcharge to
collect in principal $13.76 million from the company’s California customers over nine years, to
fund the removal of four PacifiCorp dams on the Klamath River consistent with the cost allocations
in the 2016 amended Klamath Hydroelectric Settlement Agreement. As the surcharge authorized
in D.11-05-002 has been collected from customers, the company requests to cancel tariff Schedule
S-199 to stop collecting the Klamath Surcharge from customers.

The elimination of this passthrough surcharge results in an overall estimated decrease to customers
of 1.6 percent.
