TO THE TULELAKE FAIRGROUNDS
From Klamath Falls, take South 6th Street all the way south through town

Pass Big R on your left, South 6th  becomes Hwy 39 

Continue south about 20 miles

Turn right at the flashing light at Tulelake onto Main Street

Go about ½ mile to the Tulelake Fairgrounds on the right

Park & follow the signs into the Home Economics Building

From Klamath Falls, take Hwy 39 south about 15 miles

Go through the town of Merrill and continue about a mile to Malone Road (see on map)
