Suction Dredging Economic Benefits To Our Communities

11/11/06 - A 1994 State of California environmental impact report on suction dredging estimated that a typical gold dredger spends around $9,000 per person per year on equipment, gasoline, repairs and maintenance, motels, groceries and restaurants, other forms of recreation and occasionally on medical services. The Waldo Mining District in southwest Oregon surveyed its members in 2001, and came up with similar results.

Other studies show that people that come from out of state to suction dredge average spending  $ 3,600 a month in the state they are visiting, most states benefit economically by their presence.
