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Acts II
V. 1-4.
 Pentecost = Greek word for “50”. There was only one fiftieth day after the resurrection of Christ.

Ver 1.
The power of Pentecost is ongoing, but the act is never repeated.

If there is this baptism today, where is the wind?  Where are the cloven tongues of fire?

God’s word makes it plain in Ver. 5-11.  V. 4 Tongues= known language determined not by the


speaker, “As the spirit gave them utterance.”

Ver 2.

“Tongues shall cease.” 1 Corinthians. 13:8.


Why? 1 Corinthians. 13:9 & 10.


Suffice to say the tongues of Acts 2:4 are languages.

Ver.16-21.
Direct quote from Joel 2:28-32.  “God is and has poured out His Spirit.”  Ver. 19-20 refers 

to events directly after the great tribulation.  Rev. 6:12-13.
Ver. 22-46 
Peter’s Sermon to the Jews
Ver. 22.
His first words had to have cut them deeply. “Jesus of Nazareth.”

Ver. 23.
You didn’t take God by surprise.  God had determined it from eternity past.  Lamb slain


from the foundation of the world.

A.

Peter preaches the gospel in two verses, 23 and 24.

B.

This was the message of the first church preached with all the power of the Holy Spirit.



Our message is the same.

V. 25-28
Psalm. 16:9-11.  David knew of the resurrection Ver. 19-31.
V. 32.

“This Jesus.”  The one spoken of in prophecy.  God raised Him up.  We saw it.

“Shed forth this….” – The gospel spoken by His Church. (spoken=hear, church=see, +



spirit)

V. 34.

From Psm. 110:1. It’s not David that went up, but Jesus.

V. 36.

God hath made Jesus both Lord + Christ.

Regardless of what man thinks, “Let God be true and every man liar.”

B.

Man’s unbelief changes nothing. Only condemns Him. John 3:18

V. 37-39.
Ver. 37 “What shall we do?” Every sinner needs to come to this point.

Ver. 38. Repent is the answer. Faith is presupposed.  They are inseparable.

How can we be sure?  “Baptized in the name of Jesus.  Why?  To show their acceptance of


His teaching. 


Repentance & Faith.  Luke 13:3  “For the remission of sins”  “In reference to…”  This



verse does NOT teach baptismal regeneration. Many denominations teach that it is baptism



that saves, based on this very verse. The small word “For”. In this verse is what causes



some people to misread the meaning of this verse. This word, in the original text, is written



“EIC” and the meaning if it is “with reference to. Or in the language of our day,



“because of.”

This verse could very well be read like this: “repent and be baptized every one of you


because your sins have been remitted.

Gift of the Holy Ghost IS the Holy Ghost.

He is the Gift, not tongues.  Some say we need to pray for this.

He calls all who hear.  II Pet. 3-19.

Save yourselves. Judgment is coming.

Does not teach Communism.  They were not forced to contribute all. Chap. 5:4

Ver. 47 added to church only the saved.
